If you cancel 3 times you will be moved to waiting list for future trips.

What to expect

Pick up and drop off – We offer a door-to-door service (Ayr, Prestwick, Troon, Coylton Annbank, Mossblown, Tarbolton, Monkton, Symington and Dundonald). Our friendly helpful drivers will call for you at your home address and drop you back there after a great day out.
Timings – We normally start pickups in the morning, roughly between 9am and 11am. On longer trips, we’ll usually stop on the way for a comfort break and/or coffee. 
At the destination –At restaurant/café lunches, there’s little or no walking as we’ll drop you as close to the entrance as possible. Elsewhere, you’ll be free to explore on your own, at your own pace, and your driver will agree a return place and time.
Fares – Pay for your trip on the bus, on the day you travel. Carers/support workers and children pay half fare.
